When we cut wood with a saw*, we usually find something. We call it sawdust. Most of
us think that it is waste. But it is useful and can help us. Some children use it as a bed for
beetles. This is not the only way to use sawdust.

About 1,500 years ago, people didn't have any machines to keep ice. But they could use
and eat it in summer. How did they do that ? In Japan, people carried” ice from a pond*
to a special* house in winter. In this house, people put a lot of sawdust on the ice to keep
it until"summer. Sawdust is useful because it can keep the temperature low. So the ice
doesn’t become water. Some people in Nikko still" keep ice this way.

We can use sawdust in another way. We can use it in a toilet. We usually use water to
clean a toilet. But, in some places we can’t do so. If the toilet is not clean, we will get sick.
It is a problem. So we need a special toilet. If we put sawdust in the toilet and sometimes
exchange* it, we can use a clean toilet and live a healthy* life.
